Ar projekta “Zalais izraviens - Vides izglitibas fonda darbibas stiprinasanai”
lidzfinans€jumu Tstenots ikgad&jais Ekoskolu vasaras atbildiga dzivesveida forums, kas ned€las
garuma pulcgja kopa jauniesus un skolotajus no visas Latvijas, nodarbibas iesaistot vairak ka 100
dalibniekus ik dienu. Foruma ietvaros tika istenota ipasa programmas “Jaunie vides reportieri”
sekcija, kur jaunieSiem tika dota iesp&ja apgut jaunas prasmes un zinasanas - foto, plakatu un
publisko sauklu darbnica, ka arT vides jautajumu radosSas aktualiz€Sanas instrumentu un komiksu
veidoSanas darbnica.

2014.gada tika pabeigts darbs pie metodiska materiala izstrades pirmsskolas izglitibas
iestadem, kas turpmak bus butisks atbalsts pirmsskolas izglitibas pedagogiem programmas
mérku un prasibu sasniegSana, ka ar1 aizraujoSu un izzinoSu vides izglitibas aktivitaSu veidoSana
pirmsskolas vecuma b&rniem.

Tapat ar projekta atbalstu Ekoskolu programmas ietvaros tika nodroSinata iesp&ja veikt
zurijjas un programmas koordinacijas vizites izglitibas iestades, ka ari Tstenot programmas
popularizacijas un reprezentacijas aktivitates, gan piedaloties citu organizaciju istenotajos
pasakumos, gan dodoties ciemos pie skolam, kas v€las iesaistities Ekoksolu programma.
Kopuma 2014.gada laika Ekoskolu programma iestajusies 31 skola, un nu programma sevi
apvieno 204 skolas.

Savukart Jauno vides reportieru programmas ietvaros Tstenotas izglitojoSas nodarbibas
par vides zurnalistiku, ka arT ar jauniesu lidzdalibu izveidoti divi JVR un Ekoskolu Zzurnala
“Kartupelis” izdevumi, kas ve€stija par jaunieSu un izglitibas iestazu aktivitattm vides
aizsardzibas joma, ka arT dazadam vides aktualitatém un notikumiem.

Pateicoties projekta finanséjumam, Vides izglitibas fonds var€ja turpinat kampanas
“Mana jura” piekrastes monitoringa un sakopsanas aktivitasu loku, Tstenot radosas darbnicas un
dazadus pasakumus, ka arl noorganiz€t pusdienas pie juras ar mediju parstavjiem, kuras
informéja par juru piesarnojoso atkritumu problematiku.

»Zalais izraviens” ir butiski atbalstijis Vides izglitibas fonda ekosertifikaciju
programmas. Zalas atslégas programma nodroSinats viesnicu parsertifikacijas process un
konsultacijas viesnicam par programmas darbibu, programmai pieteikuSies tris jauni
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kandidati. Toties Zila Karoga programmas ietvaros Vides izglitibas fonds lidzdarbojas
un populariz€ja pasvaldibu Zila Karoga vides izglitibas pasakumus un devas Zila Karoga
kontroles vizites. Zilais Karogs Sogad Latvija pieskirts 15 peldvietam un jahtu ostam.

2014.gada turpinata meérktieciga korporativo partneru piesaiste, tai skaita izveidots
buklets “Zala aicinajuma klubs”, kas palidzes popularizét Zala aicinajuma kluba ideju potencialo
sadarbibas partneru loka.

Successful implementation of FEE Latvia’s programme activities in 2014

Foundation for Environmental Education (FEE) was enabled to successfully implement
organization’s main activities and publicity measures in 2014 thanks to financial support from
Iceland, Lichtenstein and Norway within the project “The Green Breakthrough — strengthening
of FEE Latvia”.

The project “The Green Breakthrough — strengthening of FEE Latvia” was a significant
help in organizing the annual environmental summer forum of Eco-Schools, a week-long
gathering of teachers and students from all of Latvia. Summer forum involved more than 100
participants daily in its workshops and activities.

Within the Forum a special section of Young Reporters for Environment programme was
realised which gave the opportunity of learning new skills — creative ways to raise environmental
issues - workshops for photography, posters, publicity slogans and comic drawing.

In 2014 the development of the new methodological material for pre-school educational
institutions was concluded. From now on, this will be an essential support for pre-school teachers
to reach the program goals and objectives, as well as source of exciting and educational
environment-focused activities for children.

Moreover, with the support from the project visits of jury and programme coordination in
educational institutions were provided. Program presentation activities were carried out while
participating in events of other organisations and likewise, when visiting schools interested in
joining the Eco-school programme. In year 2014, 31 schools have joined the programme, and
now altogether it unites 204 schools in Latvia.

Thanks to the project funds, Foundation for Environmental education was able to
continue the work on campaign “Mana Jira” — seacoast monitoring and clean-up activities,
creative workshops and events, as well as a meeting with media representatives - lunch by the
sea, where they were informed about the garbage pollution problem in the Baltic sea.
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“The Green Breakthrough” has also been a significant support for FEE eco-certification
programmes. The Green key programme provided recertification for hotels and consultations on
the program implementation; three new candidates have applied for the program. However,
within the Blue Flag programme FEE participated in and promoted the environmental education
activities of municipalities and went on Blue Flag inspection visits. 15 beaches and marinas
have been awarded with the Blue Flag this year in Latvia.

Attraction of corporate partners has been continued, including creation of a booklet “Za/a
aicinajuma klubs” which will help to establish the idea of the Green appeal club within the circle
of potential partners.

The project ”The Green Breakthrough — strengthening of FEE Latvia” will continue in
2015 and within its framework a range of activities will be implemented that will provide the
development of fund’s programmes and help start new initiatives.
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
